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Breaking Ground in PA & MD

WCI has begun construction on Presbyterian Senior Living’s
Westminster Place at Carroll Village (Dillsburg, PA), an
“affordable” independent-living apartment building offering 29
units in the 3-story frame building over a concrete parking level.
This $8.4M tax-credit prOJect will be completed in late 2010.

The garage ceiling /
first floor is a post-
tensioned concrete
deck. This construction
approach provides an
increased span to
depth ratio resulting in
a reduction in construction materials. Post-tensioning can also
lessen the number of columns in the parking level.

On March 26th, WCl broke ground on 11 duplex cottages and S“
one single cottage—the first of 43 new Courtyard Homes for
Asbury Methodist Village (Gaithersburg, MD) to be built across
approximately 11 acres.

The design intends
to encourage a
neighborhood “dynamic”
by utilizing connected
courtyard patios, with
access to common
green spaces, gardens,

and walkways.
